Acceptable receipts include ambulette invoice, bus pass receipts, monthly bus pass post discharge(One
per person), taxi receipts, gas receipts for staff use of personal vehicles, mileage logs on company form, gas card receipts
(capped at $25.00 per card and one card per person), and NF bill to participant for non-medical transportation.
